Our society 1s good at "exhaling" but not good about inhaling,
while all of nature tells us that rest and action must be in balance.

The Institute will be held at Canterbury Conference Center , a beautiful, comfort -
able retreat center just outside of Orlando, Florida. Registration fee for the
Institute includes not only your retreat but meals and lodging for the three day, two night event.
Father Hosey reminds us that we seem to do better during religious holidays and vacations than we do the call to rest
and renewal on weekends and in our daily routines. Jesus modeled the daily routine in the gospel of Luke when we
find him leaving his daily ministry to go of { and be quiet to listen to God. As members of the Fellowship of Prayer
we need to call one another to remember the Sabbath.

Father Hosey has been a frequent visitor at Protestant as well
as Catholic settings in South Texas. Mary Parker and Bill
Gilmore, AFP Board members, have attended these retreats.
